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Moves in the Field
changes are effective
September 2, 2010.

Members of the United States Figure Skating Moves in the Field Task
Force recently examined the current Moves in the Field tests and
determined that changes were needed. They wanted to make the length of
the tests shorter while allowing skaters to demonstrate important skills.
They also wanted to include skills that have been an important part of figure
skating for many years but weren’t included in the original moves test
structure established around the mid-1990s.

The following changes will be effective September 2, 2010.

¢ Backward Circle Eights — new move that that includes backward
inside and backward outside figure eights

e Spiral Sequence — first and last spiral has been revised to a forward
